
Outcomes for Cambian Home Tree School  

2018/ 19  

-During the summer 2018/19 , there were 23 pupils on roll comprising of a total of  

7 students from Meeko of which 1 was in year 11 and 12 pupils on dual role at Willows of 

which 4 were in year 11.  

-All students passed GCSE’s in English language, English Literature, Maths, Science, Biology, 

History, Geography, Music and Art. 

-One student in year 12 took an AS on Politics and passed. Another student retook English 

language GCSE and passed with a level 4.  

-All pupils made substantial progress (academic, social, emotional and behavioural) subject 

to their starting points.   

-All KS4 pupils had a career action plan which included independent Career Advice,  

Fast Tomato career inventory, preparation for working life, interview and college research 

and application. They were also offered various visits to the school by outside agencies 

offering insight into their careers. 

-Students well enough were given opportunities for volunteering and/ or work experience,  

-All pupils were sourced progressive destination and large proportion of Willows students 

reintegrated to mainstream 
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
